ORDER:
The 73rd Amendment of the Constitution of India provides for strengthening and revitalizing the Panchayat Raj Institutions so that they can sub-serve the needs of the teeming millions that live in the rural areas. To achieve these objectives 73rd Amendment Act has provided for the devolution of powers and responsibilities to Panchayat Raj Institutions to enable them to function as Institutions of Self-Government with respect to :

a. the preparation of plans for economic development and social justice.
b.the implementation of schemes for economic development and social justice as may be entrusted to them including those in relation to the matters listed in the Eleventh Schedule.

2.Towards this end, the Government of Andhra Pradesh has enacted APPR Act 1994 (Act. 13 of 1994), reflecting the spirit of the Constitutional mandate. The Ministry of Panchayat Raj, Government of India held Seven Round Table conferences to arrive at a blue print for effective devolution of powers to Panchayat Raj Institutions. To start with, the Government of Andhra Pradesh have identified 10 Core subjects to be devolved to the PRIs by demarcating operational responsibility basing on the subsidiary principle.

3.The Government have constituted a Task force Committee headed by the Special Chief Secretary to Government to review the functioning of existing systems of the line departments and prepare proposals with regard to the powers and functions to be devolved to the PRIs based on activity mapping. The Government considered the recommendations of Task Force Committee.

Functions to be devolved
4.The Government after careful consideration of recommendation of the Task Fore Committee hereby devolves the following functions to PRis in respect of School Education Department:

(a)Each Grama Panchayat shall have an Education Sub-Committee, with the Gram Sarpanch as the Chairperson, one woman ward member as vice Chairperson, one more woman ward member as member, and two ward members belonging to SC/ ST/BC communities as members.


(b)The Education Sub- Committee shall have the authority to supervise the general functioning of all the schools in that Gram Panchayat, daily attendance of all the staff members, quality of instruction being imparted in the school, physical I amenities in the school, and the quality of implementation of Mid day Meals Scheme in the i schools where ever it is under operation.


(c)Every Saturday or the previous day if Saturday is a holiday, the Education Sub Committee of the Gram Panchayat shall conduct a meeting with all the Head Masters and two to three senior teachers of all the schools in that Gram Panchayat and discuss the problems of the school including regular attendance of the teachers, enrolment, absenteeism and dropout of students, any small items of repairs that the schools might need the Gram Panchayat orthe village public might be able to help the school with.

(d)The Education Sub-Committee shall also have the authority to conduct checks in the school to verify the attendance of the staff members, proper running of the schools programs including the Mid Day Meals Scheme distribution of text books at the! beginning of the academic year in the months of June: to August every year, availability of proper furniture, library books, laboratory equipment in case of high schools. However, no member of the Education Sub-Committee shall partake of the Mid j Day Meal Programme in the schools as a part of anj Section. Quality of the mid-day meal shall he verified only through talking to the students.

(e)Where any works are being undertaken to improve the schools, such as repairs and renewals, construction of new buildings, supply of furniture. etc. the Sub-Committee may inspect and ensure proper quality of the execution of the works, and bring to the notice of high authorities any poor quality works, etc.

(f) In case of High Schools, before the X Class Public Examinations, the Education Sub-Committee shal' I take measures,, together with the participation of J the neighbouring Gram Panchayats from whose] villages also children mostly attend that particular high school, to ensure that lighting (where required). snacks, etc. are arranged for the students to enable conduct of special classes by the Teachers in particularly difficult subjects such as Mathematics, j English, Science, etc.

Transfer of Teachers within the District:
5.A Committee shall be constituted at district level with I the Chairperson, Z.P as the Chairman of the Committee. District Collector and all other member in the present) Committee as members to conduct transfers of teachers' within the district subject to the strict condition that ai transfers should be done only as per Government Orders when permitted by the Government and further that all sue transfers shall be done duly following the counseling procedure for transfers as prescribed by the Government.

6.HOD concerned shall prepare the relevant training i materials regarding the schemes under implementation regarding the devolved functions and will undertake capacity. building for PR Institutions in these areas in coordination-with AP Academy of Rural Development

7.Functionaries concerned shall report to the respective PRIs in respect of the above devolved functions

General Instructions
8.The Panchayat Raj Institutions are empowered to 9 review, inspect and monitor the institutions and activities of the Social Welfare department. Whenever they inspect ar institution and suggest improvements, the authorities of the department concerned in that institution shall be responsible to send an Action Taken Report to those Panchayat Raj Institutions,

9.The Panchayat Raj Institutions shall strive for systerr improvements and foster better relations between the stakeholders and service departments and take steps tracheae convergence of schemes/activities for filling the gaps in delivery of services efficiently,

10.All existing instructions / rules / orders of the department shall be translated into Telugu and circulate to all elector
representatives

11.HOD is requested to take necessary action accordingly
